Sir Isaac Newton

· Group these notes into paragraphs for a report about Isaac Newton.

· Draft the first two paragraphs of the report.

· Greatest scientist of his time

· Born January 1643, Lincolnshire

· Went to Cambridge University 1661 – studied physics, maths and astronomy

· Father a farmer – died when Isaac 3 months old

· Brought up by grandparents

· Important figure in British and European science

· October 1665 – university closed due to plague – went home for 2 years

· Spent 2 years at home thinking about his ideas on optics, maths and gravity

· Returned to Cambridge 1667

· Made a reflecting telescope 1668 – other scientists start to recognise his ability

· Made professor of mathematics 1669

· 1672 made Fellow of the Royal Society

· Carried out experiments on light over several years

· Showed white light made from different-coloured light, same as colours of rainbow

· Worked with astronomer Edmund Halley to develop ideas on gravity – showed how it applies to all objects in all parts of the universe
· MP for Cambridge University 1689 to 1690 and 1701 to 1702
· Warden of Royal Mint 1696 – campaigned against corruption and inefficiency
· Knighted 1705

· Died 1727 – buried in Westminster Abbey
